Conceptual Frameworks

Food security
Food security exists when all people at all times have physical and economic access to sufficient, safe and nutritious food for a healthy and active life. 



[image: image1]Representing the framework as partially overlapping circles plays down the causation and reflects the relationships between availability, access and utilization, as given in the definition above. 
Water-Sanitation-Hygiene Promotion
The conceptual framework shows how water, sanitation and hygiene promotion are inter-dependent.  For example, if the objective is providing drinking (i.e) clean water, one must provide water quantity and quality, which in turn requires hygiene promotion on keeping water clean and work on sanitation if that’s a key source of contamination.  
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A basic rule of thumb for WASH interventions is that they must invest in software (hygiene promotion, or operation and maintenance training) as well as hardware (tube wells, latrines, hygiene kits).
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
